Religion and World Views
Intent
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At Morley Victoria Primary School, we have designed a Religion and Worldviews (RW) curriculum which is accessible to all learners and that will maximise the outcomes for every child so that they know more, remember more and understand more.  
It is our intent that our children will become independent, resilient, mindful, inquisitive learners who are responsible members of society and who show mutual respect towards others.
Our intent is that they are engaged, inspired, challenged and encouraged through the RW Curriculum where they will develop a rigorous understanding of numerous religions, traditions, beliefs and practices that are followed in our multicultural and diverse society. We aim to combat prejudice and prepare our children for both adult life and employment, as British Citizens.
Our RW curriculum allows children to discover and gain an insight into religions within the world that we live: locally, nationally and globally, to help them to participate positively in our society of diverse religions and views. We want them to explore and discover by asking questions about life, to find out what people believe and what difference this makes to how people live so that they can make sense of religion, reflecting on their own ideas and the way they themselves live. 
We see the teaching of RW is vital for children to understand others’ beliefs and make connections between their own values. It is our role to ensure pupils are being inquisitive by asking questions about the world around them by allowing pupils to gain high quality experiences. 
We will deliver a curriculum that:
· Celebrates diversity that exists in Leeds. 
· Inspires creative learning through excellent teaching practices that build on prior RW learning and allow for repetition and progression of skills that build upon high starting points.
· Our curriculum embraces the community of Leeds, recognising local places of worship including: churches, mosques and temples.  
· Is inclusive, develops self-confidence and identifies that all our children are unique and therefore we should all be tolerant of each other’s beliefs. 
· Encourages our children to be inquisitive about others’ beliefs developing enquiry based RW skills that allow them to be culturally aware of the world around them.  
· Promotes equality and understanding of the British Values and ensures they are prepared for life in modern Britain.



Implementation
The Curriculum Leader for Religion and Worldviews will lead and monitor, evaluate, review and celebrate good practice. 
· The RW curriculum will follow the Leeds Agreed Syllabus for Religious Education and the ‘Believing and Belonging’ scheme of work. 
· RW follows a whole school approach, which will be taught discretely throughout the year.
· RW Lessons will build upon prior learning and develop skills year upon year. 
· RW has strong links to SMSC and PSHE in the curriculum and this is promoted at every possible opportunity.

There are no presumptions made as to the religious backgrounds and beliefs and values of the children and the staff.  We value the religious background of all members of the school community and hope that this will encourage individuals to share their own experiences with others freely.  All religions and their communities are treated with respect and sensitivity and we value the links, which are, and can be made between home, school, and a faith community.  We acknowledge that each religion studied can contribute to the education of all our pupils.  We promote teaching in RW that stresses open enquiry and first-hand experiences wherever possible for both staff and children.

Each key area of learning in Religion and Worldviews will have:

A knowledge organiser which outlines knowledge (including vocabulary) all children must master.

A cycle of lessons for each subject, which carefully plans for progression and depth.

A low stakes quiz which is tested regularly to support learners’ ability to block learning and increase space in the working memory.

Challenge questions for pupils to apply their learning in a philosophical/open manner.
In addition:
· The RW curriculum leader will seek appropriate and relevant training and the opportunity to keep developing their own subject knowledge, skills and understanding, so they can support curriculum development and their colleagues throughout the school.
· Assessment of RW will be in line with the whole school feedback policy and teachers will assess progress and attainment of RW in line with other curriculum areas.
SEND
A high-quality curriculum is ambitious and designed to give all learners the knowledge they need to succeed in life. This is particularly important for the most disadvantaged and those with special educational needs and/or disabilities (SEND). All pupils are entitled to be taught RE. Leaders and teachers may, of course, need to adapt the curriculum depending on the specific needs of individual pupils.
Impact

· Children will have a stronger awareness of the world around them and will be mindful of the beliefs of others. 
· Children will feel they are valued as individuals and that their beliefs are valued and celebrated.
· Enjoyment of the RW curriculum will promote creativity, achievement, confidence and inquisitive minds.  
· Children feel safe to learn new things and share their beliefs with others in an accepting environment.
· Children leave the school with a sense of belonging to their community where they have the confidence and skills to make good decisions, be tolerant and understanding, self-evaluative, make connections with others and become lifelong learners.

Our Religion and Worldviews Curriculum is high quality, well thought out and is planned to demonstrate progression. If children are keeping up with the curriculum, they are deemed to be making good or better progress. 

In addition, we measure the impact of our curriculum through the following methods: 
A reflection on standards achieved against the planned outcomes.
A celebration of learning for each term which demonstrates progression across the school; tracking of gains in each quiz.
Pupil discussions about their learning.

In conclusion:

All children need to acquire core knowledge and understanding of the beliefs and practices of the religions and worldviews which not only shape their history and culture but which guide their own development. The modern world needs young people who are sufficiently confident in their own beliefs and values that they can respect the religious and cultural differences of others, and contribute to a cohesive and compassionate society.’
