	Nursery – Understanding the World 
· History is woven through the curriculum area “Understanding the World” and our topics – ‘Marvellous Me’, ‘Traditional Tales’ and ‘Amazing Adventures’
· In Nursery, History starts with children making sense of who they are and what their place is within their family. We work with parents, using their family photographs on Tapestry to discuss these relationships. We read books about different families and relate experiences to their own.
· Within our topic ‘Marvellous Me’ we also find out about the celebrations our children celebrate. Parents provide photographs of previous celebrations on Tapestry which are shared and discussed with the children. Our role play area becomes a party room for children to role play these familiar celebrations.
· Families also share significant events that have happened at home on Tapestry, and this allows opportunities for children to talk about previous experiences.
· Children’s birthdays are celebrated in Nursery, which introduces dates and months of the year. Are the children 4 days, months or 4 years old? We learn that we have a birthday every year.  
· A display in Nursery shows which children are 3 and which are 4 years old.
· Routines are key in understanding time. Using a visual timetable, the children can see and refer to the order of the day with a focus on vocabulary, “next”, “then”, “after that”, “before”.  The register offers daily exposure to days of the week, morning and afternoon, it gives us opportunity to talk about what happens on certain days. What day do we have PE, singing or ‘Hot Chocolate Friday’?
· Planting – introduces changes over time and links to the concept of time – a day, week, year.
· Religious festivals and significant dates on the calendar are shared with the children.

	 Governance
Pupils will learn about parliament through the Great Fire of London. They will understand how key figures in government made decisions which ultimately brought the great fire to an end. They will understand how the decisions rebuilt London differently so this disaster would not occur again. 
Migration
Year 2 will look in depth at Christopher Columbus and how he led to colonization. What is the difference between forced migration and migration. 
Society 
Year 2 children will explore advancement through Christopher Columbus and his exploration leading to trade routes with America. Children can begin to discuss the affect this advancement had when bringing new goods and experiences (like chocolate) to different civilisations. There are links here to religion because it eventually led to the Spanish inquisition, to spread Christianity to the native people. Year 2 also explore the Great Fire of London and the impact this fire had on society in 1666; including how it led to the rebuilding of the city in a safer and more organised way, with wider streets, brick or stone buildings and better access to water. They can also explore how this resulted in the formation of the first fire brigades to prevent and fight future fires and can compare this advancement to how it has benefitted modern day society.
Invasion 
Pupils begin to learn about invasion through their learning on Christopher Columbus, when considering whether his discovery was actually an invasion. Children learn about the term invasion. Children learn about the life of the King and how they are significant to the British monarchy. They are the head of the commonwealth, introduce this term and how the commonwealth resulted from the British Empire. 

































	Year 3


	Rationale: The Romans is studied as it is a first in depth look at an Empire (one of our four key concepts). The Vikings and Anglo Saxons then provide coverage of the most formative period in British History beginning with the Roman invasion of 55BC and ending with the Norman invasion of William the Conqueror in 1066. This allows children to gain a chronological insight of overlapping periods of history and their impact on Britain. 

	Overview
Romans

In this topic, children will gain an understanding of who the Romans were and the significance of the Roman Empire. They will learn about which countries the Roman Empire controlled, and how they invaded, conquered, and settled into Britain. Children will learn about the Roman army, their tactics which made them successful and what life was like for a Roman soldier. Children will develop their chronology understanding by placing the Roman empire on a timeline of familiar events. They will gain an understanding of the importance of Boudicca and the Celtic revolt, and why the Romans left Britain. 

	Overview
Vikings and Anglo Saxons

In this topic, children will learn about the Anglo Saxons, where they came from, and why they settled in Britain. Children will also learn about the Vikings, where they came from and why they settled in Britain. They will learn how the Vikings travelled to Britain. Children will be able to place both the Anglo-Saxon and Viking periods on a timeline of familiar events, using their chronological understanding of history so far. Children will also research and identify why the Viking’s raid on Lindisfarne was so important and compare the Danelaw to King Alfred’s rule.

	Governance 
Year 3 will look at Roman invasion and why the Roman senate (parliament) decided to invade Britain. How is was this similar/different to the British parliament.  Children will understand how the Vikings had no central government, rather they were governed by a set of laws which were memorised by one person in each clan. They will also look at how a Viking village made decisions (A thing) where men voted in order to pass laws or decide punishments for crime. They will also compare Danelaw to King Alfred and how a monarchy created laws. 
Migration 
Why did so many Vikings want to migrate from Scandinavia. What impact did this have on preexisting settlements? What struggles did they have? Why did Roman’s migrate to Britain after the fall of the Empire. Look at who fought in the Roman Army? Where these all originally from Rome – link to forced Migration. 
Society 
Pupils in Year 3 are explicitly introduced to the term civilisation – taught as a group of people who follow the same way of life. Pupils will identify two different civilisations (the Romans and Celts) and will compare the similarities and difference between them. They will discuss the advancements made in the Roman era and how these have changed following civilisations (i.e., roads and concrete). They will learn about the religious aspects to Roman and Celtic societies and will contrast practices for Paganism from both. When learning about the Vikings, pupils will examine the conflict in religion between the Vikings and Anglo-Saxons (Christian vs Pagan) and look at the differences between Anglo-Saxon and Dane civilisations and how conflict arose between them. When learning about the Viking invasion, they will learn that Viking civilization wanted land to settle and farm and their societies grew in Britain when they came to settle. For advancement they will explore how Danes brought new techniques for farming (along with the longboat) with many technological innovations – including not only the technology itself but the scale in which it was produced. When learning about Viking life, Year 3 also look at the belief in Valhalla which can be later linked to other societies’ religious after-death beliefs.

Invasion 
In year 3 the pupils will learn all about the Roman Empire and will develop their understanding of how the Romans invaded Britain in 43AD. They will learn all about how the Roman military were successful in their invasions. They will learn how the Romans were ruthless in their pursuit of precious metals in Britain and how Queen Boudicca aimed to destroy the reign of the Romans. 
Pupils will develop their understanding of how the Vikings invaded Britain, how they travelled by longboat from Scandinavia to raid places to gain wealth. Scandinavians knew about the wealth and land available in Britain due to the dealing between the regions. They will understand how the Vikings aimed for raiding monasteries as they knew about the riches within them. 







	Year 4


	Rationale: Year 4 look at in depth studies of two contrasting civilizations, what made these civilizations successful their legacy and influence. They will also look at Greece then compare andcontrast this to the Romans from the previous year. 

	Overview
Mayans

During this topic, children will gain an understanding of Mayan life and their influences on today’s world, including religion, food and culture. Children will also learn about the accomplishments the Mayan’s made. Children will learn about the Mayan number system and also about the food they would eat. Children will develop their understanding of chronology and how the Mayan’s fit within their understanding of significant historical events which they already know.

Ancient Greeks

During this topic, children learn about the Ancient Greeks and the history of their civilization. Children look at the different states that made up Ancient Greece and how life was across these states – particularly between Athens and Sparta. A focus on religion in Ancient Greece and the gods they worshiped is made. Children read famous myths such as Hercules, his labours, and the Fall of Troy. Children can identify the influences Ancient Greece has had on today’s modern world.

Year 3 will look at Roman invasion and why the Roman senate (parliament) decided to invade Britain. How is was this similar/different to the British parliament.  Children will understand how the Vikings had no central government, rather they were governed by a set of laws which were memorised by one person in each clan. They will also look at how a Viking village made decisions (A thing) where men voted in order to pass laws or decide punishments for crime. They will also compare Danelaw to King Alfred and how a monarchy created laws. 

Migration 
Look at why Sparta discouraged any form of migration and visitors except for military combat. How did migration support trade in Ancient Athens. 
Society 
Year 4 will explore how Greek society was comprised of independent city-states that shared a culture and religion. Ancient Greeks were unified by traditions like the panhellenic games (then related to the advancement with the Olympics). Children learn that Greek architecture was designed to facilitate religious ceremonies and common civic spaces which shows the importance of religion to the civilisation. Pupils will learn that . When learning about the Mayans, pupils will note that like the Greeks, the belief systems were a very important part of the Maya’s social life. It impacted the outlook of the society, its structure, economy, social stratification and all other aspects. Pupils will also contrast Mayan and Greek society and will note that Mayan society was very complex with hundreds of cities, commoners, a middle class, nobles and the king and his royal court. Even though they lived in different cities, ruled by different kings and queens, the Maya shared a lot of common beliefs and traditions. Children will learn about the advancements in astrology, writing and farming.


Invasion
In year 4 the children will understand the importance and power of the armies of Athens and Sparta and how these were used to maintain the city-states power. The children will learn about the growth of the Mayan empire and the impact of exploration.

	Rationale: The study of Egypt allows children to understand a river valley civilization linking to their geography topic on coasts and rivers and how the Nile influenced Ancient Egypt. The Victorians are studied due to our links with the school and also allows children to understand the British Empire looking subjectively at Britain’s past and the role of the Empire in this.

In this topic, children will learn about the Ancient Egyptians and their civilization. They will focus on the River Nile and how it was the central point for Ancient Egyptian civilization and settlement. Children are also at an age to understand the significant historical events such as the holocaust, the causes of World War 2 and Windrush using their knowledge of Empire, migration and parliament to understand and debate these modern events. Children will also be able to chronologically put together the history learnt throughout school linking this to the four key concepts (Governance, Invasion, Society, Migration). 

	Overview
The Stone Age

In this topic, children learn about the Stone Age and how late Neolithic hunter-gatherers lived. They will be able to place the Stone Age on a timeline and discuss where it falls in relation to other historical eras they have previously studied. Children will research and identify landmarks from the Stone Age which are still visible today, and how these help us to understand life during this period. Children will understand the achievements made during this era.

World War 2

During this topic, children will gain an understanding of World War 2, the reason for, and the consequences of it. Children will learn about what life was like before, during and after the war. They will learn about how familial and societal structures broke down from child evacuations. They will examine how after the war society came from depression to social regeneration – the war stimulating the economy. Pupils will also learn about the globalisation of the civilisation (togetherness of allies – linked to how the British Empire affected this and how this compares to other Empires in times of conflict). They will discuss answers to questions such as: What advances made Germany’s army so successful early on? What if Germany had maintained power? How could it have changed European civilisations?
Invasion 
Pupils will learn about how invasions were much more sophisticated in World War 2 with advancements in technology, weaponry and transport in the 20th century. They will understand controlling airspace was vital and how Britain was able to prevent Germany’s invasion. They will look at how German’s blitzkrieg allowed them to be successful and compare this to previous military tactics throughout history. Children will also learn that soldiers from across the commonwealth allowed Britain to win the war – similar to the Roman legions.
