	Our Rationale:
In EYFS our main aim is for the children to become familiar with their immediate surroundings such as the classroom, school and home.  We then work our way away from there.  We take every opportunity to add in geographical knowledge and understanding such as celebrations, news stories, sports events, holiday destinations etc.

	Nursery – Development Matters – The World Around Us
· This strand is taught through topics, areas of provision and own experiences.
· Many of the activities are outdoors in nature – exploring through group discussions, the nursey grounds and the immediate school environment, using the senses, seasonal change etc
· The school trip is out of a town so there are comparisons made to towns (Morley) and countryside
· Topics – Holidays and journeys, adventures
· Books – stories are shared that are from around the world along with non-fiction books about different places.
· Role play – Hotel, ice cream van
· Activities – writing a postcard, looking at maps of the school and treasure maps
· Tapestry is used to post holiday pictures and these are discussed at news time.


	Reception – Development Matters – The World Around Us
· This strand is taught through topics, whole class teaching, class discussions, areas of provision and own experiences.
· Whole class sessions are introduced
· Many of the activities are outdoors in nature – exploring the whole school environment, using the senses, seasonal change etc
· Topics – Holidays and journeys, adventures, religious celebrations
· Books – stories are shared that are from around the world along with non-fiction books about different places.
· Role play – travel agents
· Activities – writing a postcard, looking at maps of the school, treasure maps and different modes of transport
· Resources – looking at world maps and globes
· Tapestry is used to post holiday pictures and these are discussed at news time.

	Year 1


	Our Rationale
We have  a bigger proportion of geography in year 1 compared to History as we feel that these concepts are understood at a deeper level compared to historical concepts which are covered in more detail in year 2 where they are ready to engage with these ideas and objectives.  Again, as in foundation we start with local geography and work our way further away from Morley and Leeds to London and holiday destinations around the world.  This is linked to holiday experiences, visits to the coast and weather so that the children grasp the key ideas.  Animals are a key area that spark interest, this is used to hook the children into where different animals live around the world and why they live there – this directly links to science.

	Overview
Where do I live in the world?
This topic is designed to give the children an understanding of where they live in the world.  We start by discussing where the children have been on holiday and then link it back to school and the local area.

	Overview
What is the weather like around the world?
In this topic the continents of the world are introduced.  The weather and key symbols are introduced using this country and other countries in the world.
The children visit Cannon Hall farm and make comparisons Morley.
	Overview
Where is London?
The children learn about London and where it is in the UK.  The children learn about the landmarks associated with the 4 countries and their capital cities.  Comparisons are made between Morley and London.

	Knowledge and Skills

	Location and Place Knowledge – Children locate where they live in Morley and that is in Leeds which is in the England.  Identify where the children have been on holiday.  The children navigate the whole school site.
Human and Physical knowledge – Understand geographical similarities and differences through studying the human and physical geography of a small area (Morley) and contrasting places (coasts) and different countries.  This is linked to weather and seasonal change (in the UK and around the world) as well as animals in different countries.  Work on weather and seasons is linked to the class birthday pictogram – children interpret their findings from the pictogram.  Identify hot and cold countries in the world in relation to the equator and north/south pole
	


Fieldwork knowledge – The children do a tour of Morley looking at key buildings, roads, transport etc.  Children use simple fieldwork skills and observations and use simple directional language such as near/far, left/right.
Map knowledge – Develop map work by using globes, atlas (KS1) and google earth (using aerial views and pictures).  Use simple mapping symbols to draw own maps.

	Our Rationale
The children in Year 2 build on the knowledge gained in Year 1 and focus in on key facts such as the continents of the world and the worlds oceans.  This links in with the History topics of the great fire of London and famous people where they look at different people from around the world (this also links to art where they study a range of artists from across the world). The children also start to make more in depth comparisons about where they live and other countries that are further afield. 

	Overview
Where are the continents of the world and can I name the main oceans of the world?
In this unit the children learn about the 7 continents and 5 oceans that make up the world.  They use a range of resources to expand on their knowledge of the world.  They use simple lines of enquiry to become a geography detective and research one of the continents in depth.  Directional language is used such as north south east and west.  This is linked to their history topic of explorers too – the children learn about Christopher Columbus whilst studying this topic.

	Overview
Can I compare Morley to another country?
In this topic the children will learn about another contrasting country. eg, Kenya.  They will look at the physical and human features of the countries and make comparisons between them.  They will look at capital cities and make comparisons.  The children will use a range of resources to build their knowledge and understanding of Morley, London (linked to their topic on The Great Fire of London) and a contrasting locality.  The children read stories from other countries and study animals that live in other countries – linking science work about the environment, weather and habitats.

	Knowledge and Skills

	Location and Place Knowledge – Name, locate and identify the characteristics of the four countries and capital cities of the United Kingdom and its surrounding seas.  Locate the worlds seven continents and five oceans.
Human and Physical knowledge – Understand geographical similarities and differences through studying the human and physical geography of a small area (Morley) Use basic geographical vocabulary to refer to:
· Key physical features – beach, cliff, coast, forest, hill, mountain, sea, ocean, river, soil, valley, vegetation, season and weather
· Key human features – city, town, village, factory, farm, house, office, port, harbour, shop
	


Fieldwork knowledge – Develop map work by using globes, atlas (KS1) and google earth.  Use simple compass directions (north, south, east and west) and directional language (left and right)
Map knowledge – Develop map work by using globes, atlas and google earth.  Use simple mapping symbols to draw own maps.  Begin to understand the need for a key.  Follow a route on a map, use a plan view and recognise a small and large scale map.

	Year 3


	Our Rationale
The children in Year 3 build on their knowledge of the world, continents and oceans learnt in KS1.  They then focus in on Europe and extend their knowledge of countries by identifying capital cities, landmarks, populations and climate.

	Overview
Where is Europe?
Children revise there understanding of the world, continents, oceans and countries and then home in on the UK, England, counties, Leeds and Morley (including the location of Russia).  The children use the map to identify Europe and the countries and capital cities within it.  The children look at the populations, climate etc in each country.  They link the topic to their history work on The Roman Empire and the Vikings where they study where they came from and which countries they invaded/raided and took over.
	Overview
What is the Earth made up of?
 The children start by discussing what the earth is made up of, what a mountain is and how mountains are formed.  The children name the major mountain ranges in the world in each continent and then look at the 3 peaks in this country.  The children learn about the climate on a mountain and what and why people may visit.  This links to their outdoor and adventurous trip to High Adventure.  This then links to volcanoes where the children learn that it is a type of mountain and the children write about what a volcano is (this links to their rocks and soil topic)
This is then linked to Morley where the children discuss the gradients in the different areas.

	Knowledge and Skills

	Location and Place Knowledge – Locate and name the continents on a world map and the main countries in Europe.  Identify the main capital cities in Europe and compare to the UK.  Locate and name the countries that make up the British Isles.  Identify the position and significance to the Equator, North and Southern Hemisphere, Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn.
Human and Physical knowledge – Describe and understand the key aspects if physical geography – mountains including volcanoes and rock types (linked to science).  Human geography linked to the Roman Empire and the Vikings.  The children will look at types of settlement in early Britain linking learning to History – Children answer the question – Why did early people choose to settle there?
	


Fieldwork knowledge – Use maps, atlases, globes and digital/computer mapping (Google Earth) to locate countries and describe them.  Learn the 8 points of a compass and 2 figure grid references (maths co-ordinates) and some basic symbols and keys using OS maps to build their knowledge.  Use fieldwork to observe and record human and physical features in Morley and compare to a different location (link to Europe and location of High Adventure)
Map knowledge – Know why a key is needed using standard symbols.  Locate places on a larger scale map.  Follow a route with some accuracy.

	Year 4


	Our Rationale
The children really refine their skills and knowledge by researching more complex geographical terms such as biomes and vegetation belts. The children develop their maturity in comparing and contrasting localities and make comparisons to Kenya (Y2), Europe (Y3), London (Y1) and Brazil (Y4).

	Overview
Can a polar bear live in Brazil?
 In this topic the children identify the 6 climate zones using an atlas including hemispheres, longitude and latitude.  The children discuss who would need to use longitude and latitude.  The features of the climate zones are identified.  Daylight and rainfall in each climate zones are looked at too.  They also link their learning of climate zones to their History topic of Ancient Greece.

	Overview
How can we save our Rainforests?
The amazon basin is studied in detail – the children compare and contrast Sherwood Forest and the Amazon Rainforest.  The children identify the main layers of the rainforest and the vegetation and animals that live in each layer – this is linked to science work on food chains.  The children look at the reduction of the rainforest (deforestation) and what this means.  They also look at land use including tribes that live in the area and compare to living in the modern world (this is also linked to their History topic on the Mayans)  The children also visit Harlow Carr to compare and contrast to the Rainforest.

	Knowledge and Skills

	Location and Place Knowledge – Locate and name the continents on a world map including the countries with different climate zones and where the Amazon basin is.  Identify the position and significance to the Equator, North and Southern Hemisphere, Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn, lines of longitude and latitude.  Including work on the Artic and Antartic circle – prime/Greenwich Meridian and time zones.  Compare places within different climate zones and the Amazon rainforests to places in England such as Sherwood Forest, Morley and Harlow Carr.  To be able to identify and locate the 7 hills of Morley.
Human and Physical knowledge – Describe and understand the key aspects of physical geography – comparing and contrasting different areas including daylight hours, rainfall and trade links.  Also be able to describe what climate zones, biomes, deforestation and vegetation belts are (linked to the rainforest) Human geography linked to the tribes in the rainforest, the Mayans and Ancient Greeks.  
	


Fieldwork knowledge – Use maps, atlases, globes and digital/computer mapping (Google Earth) to locate countries and describe them.  Revise the 8 points of a compass and 4 figure grid references (maths co-ordinates) and some basic symbols and keys using OS maps to build their knowledge.  Use fieldwork to observe and record human and physical features in Morley identifying the 7 hills of Morley
Map knowledge – Know why a key is needed using standard symbols.  Locate places on a larger scale map.  Know why a key is needed.  Make a simple scaled drawing.

	Year 5


	Our Rationale
In this year group the children work particularly on their field work skills which link to their residential.  Mapping skills are also refined and built upon.

	Overview
The River Nile
The topic is linked to the Ancient Egyptian topic.  The children look at the history of the Nile - how it is used in Ancient Egyptian times and how it has changed over time.  They look at the source and the journey to the mouth of the river and the countries it passes through.  The children study the rivers impact on humans and look at flooding too.
	Overview
What is it like to live near the coast?
The children compare and contrast Morley, Goathland and Whitby.  They look at road maps and OS maps to plan the route from Morley to Whitby via Goathland paying attention to the roads and places they will pass on the way.  The children do a focussed study of Whitby where they use maps and keys.  The children look at land use and tourism in these areas.  The children also look at erosion, how it happens (linking their knowledge to science) and how this impacts people who live on the coast.  This works is then followed up by a first hand experience of visiting the coast on a residential visit.

The children also carry out a local study as part of the Heritage Trial around Morley when they study Victorians.

	Knowledge and Skills

	Location and Place Knowledge – Locate and name the continent in which the River Nile appears and the county and area where we would find Morley, Goathland and Whitby/Robin Hoods Bay.  
Human and Physical knowledge – Describe and understand the key aspects if physical geography – rivers, mountains and the water cycle.  Human geography linked to the Ancient Egyptians and to living in a coastal environment.  The children will look at types of settlement in modern Britain – villages, towns and cities and compare living in each.
	


Fieldwork knowledge – Use maps, atlases, globes and digital/computer mapping (Google Earth) to locate and track the path of the river Nile, looking at countries boundaries and borderlines.  The children use road maps and route finders to look at how to get from Morley to Whitby via Goathland.  The children use symbols and keys using OS maps to build their knowledge.  Use fieldwork to observe and record human and physical features in Morley and compare to a different location (Goathland, Whitby and Robin Hoods Bay).  The children revise the 8 compass points and use 4 figure grid references.
Map knowledge – Know why a key is needed using standard symbols.  Locate places on a larger scale map.  Follow a route with some accuracy describing the roads that they will travel on and the places they will pass through.
*Know the geography and culture of their chosen language – German*

	Year 6


	Our Rationale
The children in year 6 pull together all of their geographical knowledge and skills to study a range of different strands of the geography curriculum (see below) this prepares them well for their next stage of education – High School Geography lessons.  Essential fieldwork skills are also refined and built upon when they go on residential in a very different place to Cober Hill (Y5).  In Geography sessions we try to promote independence and provide the opportunity for open ended tasks in preparation for high school.

	Overview
Would you prefer to live in Clapham or Morley?
The work linked to this unit of work is based around the Year 6 residential to Ingleborough Hall.   The children look at where Ingleborough hall is situated and look at what the Yorkshire Dales are.  They use OS maps to compare the differences between Morley and the village of Clapham and the surrounding area.  The children also plot their route to Clapham comparing it to their journey to Cober Hill.  During the residential the children make comparisons to Morley and their Year 5 residential to Cober Hill. They link their learning of mountains in year 3, rivers in year 4 and 5 and erosion in year 5 – they discuss how similar and different the environments are and the process of cave formation compared to coastal erosion.  They discuss what it would be like to live in a village like Clapham compared to Morley with particular reference to schools and high schools.  The children learn about glacier formation and on their visit look at how this has carved the landscape and how the Norber eractics are formed – links to the Stoneage are discussed at this point.  The children research the 3 peaks challenge and look at the landscape of the Dales naming the hills and mountains in the area.


	Overview
What is a Natural Disaster and what is the impact of climate change on each type?
The children establish what they understand by a natural disaster – the children identify earthquakes, flooding, hurricane, tsunami, forest fires.  The children look at how these occur and where in the world is susceptible to natural disasters and why – the children will discuss tectonic plates and link their learning to their year 3 work on mountains and volcanoes.  They will also look at weather patterns too.  The children discuss the impact of climate change on these natural disasters and will look at the frequency and severity over the last few years.  The children will research a recent natural disaster and look at the impact of it on the people and the environment.  They will look at the aftermath of their chosen disaster and what was put into place to help the recovery.  The children will practise their research skills in this unit of work and will carry out lots of reading of a range of texts to build their knowledge and understanding towards their own mini projects.

	Knowledge and Skills

	Location and Place Knowledge –Locate and name the countries that make up the British Isles including counties.  Know where the Yorkshire Dales in relation to Morley.  To be able to find countries confidently using a world map/globe.
Human and Physical knowledge – Describe and understand the key aspects if physical geography – mountains, tectonic plates and weather linked to natural disasters.  To be able to describe how the main natural disasters occur using technical language.  Children look at the countries involved in the second world war – where they are and how the invasions occurred.  The children will look at climate change and the impact this has had on natural disasters.
	


Fieldwork knowledge – Use maps, atlases, globes and digital/computer mapping (Google Earth) to locate countries and carry out their own research. The children use symbols and keys using OS maps to build their knowledge.  Use fieldwork to observe and record human and physical features in Morley and compare to a different location (Clapham).  The children revise the 8 compass points and use 4 figure grid references.
Map knowledge – Know why a key is needed using standard symbols.  Locate places on a larger scale map.  Follow a route with some accuracy describing the roads that they will travel on and the places they will pass through. 
Map knowledge – Know why a key is needed using standard symbols.  Locate places on a larger scale map.  Follow a route with a good degree of accuracy.  Use a scale to measure distances.  Draw/use maps with a range of scales.
