· How the natural world is changing and how we have had an impact on that
· Work around how we can make a difference to our environment
· How we can help third world countried through charity work

	Maths
	· Reading charts and tables
· Constructing charts and tables
· Co-ordinates
· Look at currency from different countries – exchange rates

	PE
	· Play games traditionally played in other countries – what are the similarities and differences?
· Differences in play equipment, eg, skipping ropes, scooters, bicycles

	Science
	· Look at seasonal change, weather and climate
· Explore rocks and soil
· Look at where different plants and flowers are grown around the world and how they reach the UK

	History
	· Look at how countries and maps have changed over time
· Research the history of a country

	Computing
	· Research skills
· Presenting learning using computing
· Using Scratch to design a Geography themed game, eg, how to escape from the rainforest

	RE
	· Stories from the past
· Research culture and diversity
· Does the geography of a country have an effect on religious practices?

	Languages
	· Investigate languages spoken in different countries
· How many different countries around the world speak French

	Climate Change
	· Look at the causes of climate change – do natural disasters have an impact? 
· Has climate change meant an increase in natural disasters?
· Look at the life of David Attenborough

	Outdoor Learning
	· Look at the geography of the school and local area
· Compare the geography of Morley to other places, a farm, the seaside, the Yorkshire Moores and the Yorkshire Dales

	Art
	· Design and create pictures of different landscapes
· Create a model of London
· Create a model of the path of a river, a mountain or volcano

	DT
	· Look at some of the famous bridges in the UK – the Humber Bridge, Iron Bridge (and others abroad) – why do we need them? Link with Rivers / famous Victorians Isambard Kingdom Brunel
· Learn about some of the magnificent structures that can be found around the world – why are they important? what is their purpose?

	· Research and investigate music from other countries and cultures
· Look at the instruments used and made in other countries and compare
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
