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At the end of the Reception year, the children are assessed against the Early Learning Goals for each area of the curriculum. The children are assessed as either: emerging (have not yet met the expected level) or expected (have met the expected level). Part of this assessment is also whether the children have achieved GLD (a good level of development), which is achieved by being at the expected level in all prime areas of learning, as well as literacy and mathematics. An effort grade of excellent (1), good (2), sometimes works well (3) and needs to improve (4) is also included. If you have any questions or queries regarding anything in this report, please make an appointment with your child’s class teacher.
