	Subject: Geography


	Intent
(What is the aim and purpose of your subject at MV?)
	· We hope that our geography teaching will spark a curiosity and fascination in our children about the world and its people
· Children will learn about diverse places and people using a wide range of resources
· They will learn about both natural and human environments
· Children will develop a strong understanding of the Earth’s key physical and human processes
· Children will develop an understanding of the locations of significant places around the world
· Children will develop an understanding about the formation and use of landscapes and environments
· Children will be able to access and use a range of resources and information such as books (fiction and none), maps (in various forms), diagrams (including mathematical diagrams), globes and aerial photographs
· Children will keep up to date with what is happening in the world – reading/watching the news


	Implementation
(How do we teach your subject at MV?)
	· All staff use The Morley Victoria - A Curriculum That Matters document as a starting point alongside the National Curriculum (including the aims and purpose)
· Teachers work, plan and resource in year groups to deliver high quality geography lessons
· Lessons are generally taught through specific topics such as Amazon Rainforest or Coasts
· Geography may be taught through a cross curricular approach in order to have a greater impact, so key learning sometimes takes place in English, art, music and drama lessons
· Re-enactments and outdoor learning are key to geography at Morley Victoria eg walks in the local area
· Visits -Cannon Hall Farm, Churwell Woods, Harlow Carr. 
· Visitors- e.g. music and dance workshops to celebrate learning about Brazil and the Amazon Rainforest
· Residential visits to Whitby and Peat Rigg
· Use of computing to research and showcase learning and understanding
· Celebration of success in school through assemblies, displayed work and Twitter


	Impact
(What difference does it make to the children?)
	· The children will have secure understanding of key geographical concepts
· They will be inspired through the wide range of teaching and learning, and many will develop a love of the subject
· We hope that our geography teaching will spark a curiosity and fascination in our children about the world and its people which will remain with them for the rest of their lives
· Fun and enjoyment
· Improved writing through cross curricular approach and real interest in the subject
· The children will develop an appreciation and understanding of different cultures and countries and the world around them
· The children’s general knowledge will improve, which will have a huge impact on their learning across the curriculum




Where next? 2024-2025
· To ensure that knowledge and skills are evidenced in books using stages of knowing words and knowledge quizzes.
· Continue to implement our Climate Change curriculum across school alongside our Geography curriculum.
